Reprogramming/Transfers

The total transfers/Reprogrammings/Reallocations of $33.3 million include transfers of GLA's prior year unobligated balances to the ALS Account. Funding was
reallocated from GLA's ALS account to: Civil Rights Division ($17.0 million) and Criminal Division ($4.0M), Civil Division ($3.25M), Tax Division ($500,000) and ALS account ($3.8 million).
This also includes a transfer to CIV no year funding of $3.0 million, a $225k transfer out of ATJ and a net transfer into CRT annual and no year of $1.975 million.

Carryover:

Funds were carried forward into FY 2022 from GLA's FY 2021 no year account ($29.0 million) and from the GLA FY 2021/2022 multi-year Health Care Fraud Account ($8.0 million).
Recoveries/Refunds:

The FY 2022/2023 multi-year Health Care Fraud Account received $63.4 million in direct collections funding.
