FERS Rate Increase
Effective October 1, 2023 (FY 2024), the new FERS agency contribution rates for law enforcement personnel 
increases by 0.6%,  The amount requested represents the funds needed to cover this increase.
Health Insurance
The cost estimate of the component's contribution to Federal employees' health insurance varies widely 
depending on the health plans chosen by employees.

Subtotal, Pay and Benefits

Personnel: This provides for the 2nd year annualization of the 819 positions in the FY 2023 Appropriations Act.  
For 2024, this includes an increase of $70,704,000 for full-year and recurring payroll costs associated with these 
additional positions.
Annualization of 2023 Pay Raise
This pay annualization represents first quarter amounts (October through December) of the 2023 pay increase of 
4.6 percent.  The amount requested, $18,827,000, represents the pay amounts for one quarter of the fiscal year 
plus appropriate benefits ($13,179,000 for pay and $5,648,000 for benefits.)
Changes in Compensable Days
The increased cost for one additional compensable day in FY 2024 compared to FY 2023.  $6,893,000 is 
required for one additional compensable day.

This request provides for a proposed 5.2 percent pay raise to be effective in January of 2024.  The amount 
requested, $70,490,000, represents the pay amounts for three quarters of the fiscal year plus appropriate 
benefits ($49,343,000 for pay and $21,147,000 for benefits.)
Administratively Determined Pay Plan - USA
This request provides for an expected annual pay adjustment of administratively determined salaries for the 
Assistant United States Attorneys occupying ungraded positions in the United States Attorneys offices 
($12,970,000 for pay and $5,559,000 for benefits, totaling $18,529,000.)
