institutions and their personnel can more effectively combat
terrorism, organized crime, corruption, financial crimes, trafficking
in persons and other types of crime, in a manner consistent with the
rule of law, and can more effectively cooperate regionally and with
the United States in combating such crime.

The RLA represents the Department of Justice and OPDAT in the
implementation of an OPDAT justice sector assistance program.
The RLA will be responsible for implementation of a program that
has been designed to facilitate the following objectives: (1)
improve the capacity of Mexican prosecutors and law enforcement
to investigate and prosecute complex cases; (2) implement a new,
reformed Code of Criminal Procedure, and (3) develop advocacy
and substantive skills of Mexican prosecutors. During his or her
tenure, the selected attorney will work closely with local law
enforcement and government officials, including prosecutors,
judges, parliamentarians, and others to develop and carry out the
justice sector assistance program. The RLA may also be called
upon to provide advice to the administration of justice and rule of
law programs.

The applicant must have fluency in Spanish and excellent
interpersonal skills, be a self-starter, and have extensive
prosecutorial experience. Experience in bar activities, teaching,
and designing course curricula is desired, but not required.
Experience with international development projects are strongly
preferred.
