Team events will include “Arrest and Search”; “Domestic-Crisis Intervention”; “Bomb Threat Response”; “Shoot/Don’t Shoot”; “Hostage Negotiation”; “Burglary in Progress”; “Traffic Accident Investigation”; “Traffic Stop”; “White Collar Crime”; and “Emergency Field First Aid”.

Individual Competitions will include “Air-Pistol” and “Drill”; “Bike Policing”; “Emergency Vehicle Operations” and “BeamHit Competition” (dry-firing real semi-automatic handguns that have specially attached laser beams.)
