1. Prior to the conference, the parties will be expected to develop stipulations of facts and
agree asto procedural matters. At the conference, they shall report on their efforts.

2. The prehearing conference will focus primarily on the scheduling of an evidentiary
hearing. The parties should be prepared to discusstria preparation in the context of the rules of
practice and procedure of this Office, 28 C.F.R. Part 68, particularly those sections governing
prehearing statements and prehearing conferences, i.e., 8 68.12(b).

3. Anorigina and two copies of all pleadings shall be filed with my office.
4. The parties should not provide copies to the Judge of either discovery requests or

responses. If, however, arequest for relief isfiled, it should be accompanied by the underlying
requests or responses. | will not entertain any discovery motion unless:



A) | direct otherwise or

B) the motion is accompanied by a certification that the moving party has
conferred, or has made a reasonable effort to confer, with the opposing party concerning the
matter.
