Everyone must be equipped with individual protection equipment and trained how to use it.  This is accomplished by attending either the CONUS Replacement Center at Ft Bliss, Texas, or the Federal Deployment Center at
Ft. Belvoir, Virginia, and Kuwait City, Kuwait.


Everyone’s situation differs slightly, so these guidelines are not all-encompassing.  Please contact us for assistance, if you should need it.

b. The Kuwaiti Consular Office is located on 2940 Tilden Street NW in Washington, just off Connecticut north of the Zoo.  Their hours are 0930 am to 1300 pm, Monday through Friday.  They are processing a large number of visa requests right now, so expect a visa to take 5 to 7 working days to process.

c. According to the Status of Forces Agreement with Kuwait, government military and employees may transit Kuwait with only a DoD Common Access Card and DoD orders.  According to the Defense Cooperation Agreement with Kuwait, contractors may transit Kuwait with a DOD CAC and DOD Orders.  Although a Kuwaiti visa may not be required for civilians, if there is time before your departure, we encourage you to obtain a Kuwaiti visa.  

3. Please see the list of medical/dental and immunization requirements necessary to process through the Federal Deployment Center at Ft Belvoir.  (See page 8.)  Most of these requirements will be addressed at Ft Bliss if you attend the CRC.  If you have questions about medical processing or immunization issues, please contact Robin Carrington at 703-614-6982.
