At the request of House 
lntelligenceCommittee staff, additional provisions to supplement or make technical fixes 
to provisions of the USA-Patriot Act are being cleared in the Department and at OMB for 
possible inclusion during conferenceon the final legislation. (Walter)

USA-Patriot Act and Updates on Terrorism Investigations: On October 24, the Senate 
Select Committee on Intelligenceheld a closed follow-up to its October 17 hearing on a 
provision of the anti-terrorism bill signed by the President on October 26. The provision 
relates to inter-agency tracking of financial capabilities and resources of foreign terrorists. 
FBI, CIA and Treasury Department officials testified. FBI and CIA representatives also 
provided Members with an update on the investigation into the September 11 bombings 
and recent anthrax incidents. (Walter)
