DEPARTMENT OF JUSTICE GRANTS

The Fort McDowell Y avapai Nation was awarded a $75,000.00 grant from the STOP
Violence Against Women Discretionary Grant Program. This supplemental grant was
awarded to lower police response time when responding to domestic violence calls,
training for officers to produce reports that can be used for evidence-based prosecution,
and to coordinate efforts between victim witness advocates and all tribal departments

The Arizona Criminal Justice Commission was awarded a $1,187,876.00 grant from the
Residential Substance Abuse Treatment Formula Grant. This grant will help to continue
funding for several existing residential substance abuse treatment programs at the state
level through the Department of Corrections, and the Department of Juvenile Corrections.

The GilaRiver Indian Community was awarded a $6,000,000.00 grant from the
Correctional Facilitieson Tribal Lands FY 2001Discretionarty Grants to build a 104-bed
adult correctional facility on the Gila River Indian Community reservation. Technical
assistace to aldress thetribe' s short tem intaim and longterm needs will aso be
provided.

The Salt River Pima Maricopadian Communityvas awarded a $10,000,000.0arg
from the Correctional &cilities on Tribal lands FY 2001 Discretionarysrants. The
mong from thegrant will be usel in theconstrution of a75- bel adult and 45-bel
juvenile correctiond facility to belocated on theSdt River resavation.

The Tohono Oodham Nation was awarded a $50,00080Q ffom the Comprehensive
Approaches to Sex Offenda Management Grant Progam. Thegrant will be useal to
design a comprehensive approach to reduaagial violence and improvinthe
mana@ment of seoffenders in their community

The Hopi Tribe was awarded a $75,000.6éng from the STOP Violence Agqst hdian
Women Discretionargrants Progam. This third supplementatant will be used to
develop a coordinated response to domestic violentedlay justice agncies and service
providers and to provide lelgadvocacyservices to victims seekirggders of protection
from thetriba court.

The Hopi Tribe was awarded a $206,748.€éngfrom the Grants to Encouragérrest
Policies and Enforcement of Protection Orders Riog This second supplementadugt

will be usel to providetraining speifically designed to assist lav enforcement officers in
conductingcomprehensive invesagjon of domestic violence cases and provide training
to tribal court judgs and administration on developmgiform sentencinguidelines for
offenders.



The Y avapai-Prescott Indian Tribe was awarded a $33,165.00 grant from the STOP
Violence Against Indian Women Discretionary Grants Program. This supplemental grant
will be used to provide domestic violence training specifically designed for police
officers, and to develop counseling sessions for domestic violence victims.

The White Mountain Apache Tribe was awarded a $28,641.00 grant from the FY 2000
Community Prosecution Program Initiative. The grant will be used to develop a genera
planning process for a community prosecution program, including identify local
community prosecution properties, and form advisory boards or planning teamsto helpin
the development of a community prosecution effort.

The Fort Mojave Indian Nation Ranger Department was awarded a $199,200.00 grant
from the Tribal Resources Grant Program, which provides funding to assist Indian tribes
in enhancing law enforcement infrastructures and community policing practicesin their
community. Funds will also assist tribal police departments with hiring officers,
procuring equipment and technology, and receiving training.

The Fort Mojave Tribal Police was awarded a $249,285.00 grant from the Tribal
Resources Grant Program, which provides funding to assist tribal police departments with
hiring officers, procuring equipment and technology, and receiving training.

The Hopi Tribe was awarded a $1,240,873.00 grant from the Tribal Resources Grant
Program, which provides funding to assist tribal police departments with hiring officers,
procuring equipment and technology, and receiving training.
