On September 20, 2004, a
new monument was dedi-
cated at the National Advo-
cacy Center in memory of
fallen state and federal prose-
cutors. A ceremony was held
honoring each of the seven
prosecutors, with members of
their families in attendance.

Mr. Paul F. Walsh, Jr., Presi-
dent of the National District
Attorneys Association, gave a
moving speech before the
unveiling of the monument.

The memorial stands in the
center of the NAC courtyard
and is represented by the
scales of justice, with each
fallen prosecutor’s name en-
graved in granite at its base.

The monument will serve as a
reminder of the commitment

and sacrifice made by each
fallen prosecutor to protect
the citizens of the United
States through the pursuit of
justice.

The names of the following
prosecutors are engraved on
the memorial: Eugene C.
Berry, Victor C. Breen, R.
Fred Capps, Floyd G. Hoard,
C. Chris Marshall, Paul R.
McLaughlin, and Michael C.
Messer.

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NAC Recipe
Stuffed Tunkey Breast

Ingredients:

Approx. 5 Ib Raw, Ground
Turkey Meat

1 1/2 Ib. Ground Pork Fat
4 Beaten Eggs

3 Cups Heavy Cream
Poultry Seasoning—to taste
Salt—to taste

Pepper—to taste

Turkey Skin—as needed
Stuffing

To Prepare:
1. Preheat oven to 350°F.

2. Puree turkey meat and
pork fat with salt in ver-
tical cutter mixer, keep-
ing very cold.

THE FOUR CORNERS OF LAW

Charleston, SC

The intersection of Broad and Meeting
Streets in Historic Charleston is known as
the Four Corners of Law, representing the

religious and governmental laws ruling

over the square and the city. St. Mi-
chael’s Church, City Hall, and the County
and Federal Courthouses all adorn these
corners.

A beautiful painting representing this area
of Charleston was donated to the National
Advocacy Center and hangs at the end of
the Dining Room hallway on the first
floor.

Add the eggs and heavy
cream slowly, until fully
absorbed.

Sprinkle the mixture
with seasonings, spread
onto plastic wrap about
10x8x1/2-in. thick.

Spread the stuffing on
top of the mixture.

Roll up the stuffing and
turkey mixture in a jelly-
roll fashion.

Use turkey skin to wrap
and tie the roll as you
would a roast.

Roast on rack at 350°F
until internal temperature
of 160°F is reached.

Let rest 20 minutes be-
fore carving.
