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RANDY JAMES JANGULA SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Great Falls on January 9, 2003, before U.S. District Judge Sam E. Haddon, RANDY JAMES JANGULA appeared for sentencing. JANGULA was sentenced to a term of:

JANGULA  was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to the charge of conspiracy to distribute methamphetamine and cocaine.  In an Offer of Proof filed by the United States on July 25, 2002, stated it would prove at trial that on January 28, 2002, a cooperating witness went to a personal residence on the Rocky Boy’s Reservation to make a controlled purchase of cocaine.  While monitored, both visually and electronically, the cooperating witness purchased one ounce of cocaine for $1400 from the person at the residence.  Also present during this transaction was a man known to the witness as “Randy”.  This person was identified as RANDY JANGULA, and the witness identified JANGULA as the man who participated in the January 28th exchange.  “Randy” weighed the drugs on a scale at the residence and handed the cocaine to the other person to complete the transaction.


In later statements JANGULA admitted his involvement, and the involvement of others, in this transaction.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Carl Rostad prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was conducted by the Federal Bureau of Investigation and the Havre Police Department.
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
