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HUMBERTO RANGEL-RIVERA SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Missoula on January 9, 2003, before U.S. District Magistrate Judge Leif B. Erickson, HUMBERTO RANGEL-RIVERA appeared for sentencing. RANGEL-RIVERA was sentenced to a term of:

RANGEL-RIVERA was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to a misdemeanor charge of illegal re-entry. In an Offer of Proof filed by the United States, the government stated it would prove at trial that on October 22, 2002, RANGEL-RIVERA was a citizen of Mexico.  On that date he was apprehended in Jefferson County, Montana.  RANGEL-RIVERA admitted he was a citizen of Mexico and that he knowingly entered the United States illegally from Mexico at a point near Douglas, Arizona.  RANGEL-RIVERA eluded examination or inspection by immigration officers by entering the United States at a place that was not designated for entrance.
Assistant U.S. Attorney Bernie Hubley prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was conducted by the United States Immigration and Naturalization Service.
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
