SOUZA was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to the charge of possession with intent to distribute methamphetamine and carrying a firearm in relation to a drug trafficking crime.   SOUZA acknowledged that in early 2001 through late June 2002, in Missoula, he possessed with intent to distribute more than 50 grams of methamphetamine.  He also acknowledged that in early 2001 through late June 2002, in Missoula, he knowingly possessed a firearm.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Josh Van de Wetering prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was conducted by the Federal Bureau of Investigation and the Missoula County Sheriff’s Office.
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
