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ROY OLIVER CAMPBELL, JR. SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Great Falls on January 9, 2003, before U.S. District Judge Sam E. Haddon, ROY OLIVER CAMPBELL appeared for sentencing. CAMPBELL was sentenced to a term of:

CAMPBELL was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to the charge of assault resulting in serious bodily injury which occurred within the boundaries of the Blackfeet Indian Reservation.   In an Offer of Proof filed by the United States on September 19, 2002, the government stated it would prove at trial that during the evening of May 27, 2002, CAMPBELL and a co-defendant and three females were driving in a dark colored Camaro or Trans-Am like vehicle.  They pulled up alongside the victim,  who was driving a light blue Oldsmobile Cutlass.  CAMPBELL was drinking from a liter of Black Velvet whiskey; he offered the victim a drink.  CAMPBELL then asked the victim if he wanted to provide some money for another bottle of alcohol.  The victim agreed and CAMPBELL got out of the vehicle with the co-defendant and the females and got into the victim’s vehicle.


The victim drove to Browning with CAMPBELL and stopped at a bar. The co-defendant followed the victim into Browning.  The victim went into a liquor store and purchased two liters of vodka.  He then drove to Houseman Hill.  When he arrived at Houseman Hill, the victim noticed that the co-defendant and the females were already there, attempting to make a bonfire.  CAMPBELL got out of the vehicle and walked over to the co-defendant.  Before the victim could get out of the vehicle, one of the females, ran over to his vehicle and begged him to take her home.  She told the victim that the co-defendant would not take her home and she was scared.


The victim agreed and started to drive toward Browning.  He saw the co-defendant and CAMPBELL get into the co-defendant’s vehicle and begin chasing his vehicle.  The victim pulled into his driveway and tried to make a lot of noise so that someone would hear and call the police.  The female got out of the vehicle and ran toward the victim’s house.  The co-defendant followed the victim into the driveway, jumped out of his car, and began striking the windows of his car with an aluminum bat.  The co-defendant then got back into his car, drove to the front of the victim’s car, and rammed the car.  The victim got out of the vehicle and tried to run to his house.  CAMPBELL got out of the passenger side of the co-defendant’s vehicle and hit the victim from behind with an object, like a bat or tire iron approximately three times.  He fell to the ground.  Then the co-defendant hit the victim an additional 7 or 8 times.  The co-defendant then yelled to CAMPBELL, “Give me that.  I’m going to kill him.”


At this point, a neighbor shined a light on CAMPBELL and the co-defendant and CAMPBELL got back into the vehicle and drove away.  An ambulance and police responded.  The victim was transported to Indian Health Services in Browning where he was treated for broken bones to the face and arm, and multiple bruises.  The treating physician would have testified that the victim suffered serious bodily injury in that he suffered extreme physical pain and protracted and obvious disfigurement.


An aluminum bat was recovered at the scene near where the assault occurred.  The bat was sent to the FBI for testing along with pieces of glass from Butterfly’s car windows.  The forensic geologist from the FBI lab determined that pieces of glass from three windows of the victim’s car were virtually indistinguishable from the pulverized glass found in the bat.  


The United States would have also presented photographs of the scene, both vehicles and the victim’s injuries.  


Assistant U.S. Attorney Lori Harper Suek prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was conducted by the Federal Bureau of Investigation.
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
