JUVENTINO CARRIO-RODRIGUEZ SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

Erickson, JUVENTINO CARRIO-RODRIGUEZ appeared for sentencing. CARRIO-RODRIGUEZ was sentenced to a term of:

CARRIO-RODRIGUEZ was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to the charge of improper entry by an alien. CARRIO-RODRIGUEZ, a 29 year old resident of Helena, acknowledged that he is a citizen of Mexico.  He was apprehended in Helena after he unlawfully entered the United States from Mexico, at a point near Laredo, Texes.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Michael Yurkanin prosecuted this case for the United States.
