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DUSTIN JAMES LAMERE PLEADS GUILTY IN U.S. FEDERAL COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Great Falls, on January 13, 2002, before U.S. District Judge Sam E. Haddon, DUSTIN JAMES LAMERE pled guilty to two counts of burglary.  LAMERE is to appear for sentencing on May 8, 2003, at 8:30 a.m.


In an Offer of Proof filed by the United States, the government stated it would prove at trial that on April 16, 2002, the victim left her residence on the Rocky Boy’s reservation to spend a couple of days in Great Falls .  When she returned on April 19, 2002, she discovered that her residence had been burglarized and that numerous items had been stolen.


The victim reported the burglary to tribal law enforcement.  Because her door would not lock, the officers suggested that she spend the night of the 19th at another’s home.  When she returned to the residence on April 20, 2002, she discovered that her residence had been burglarized a second time.


LAMERE told law enforcement that he was with two other individuals when they burglarized the victim’s residence.  He denied entering the house and said that he stayed in the car when the other two went into the residence.


He faces penalties of 20 years in prison, a $50,000 fine and 3 years supervised release.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Lori Harper Suek prosecuted the case for the United States.


The investigation was conducted by the Rocky Boy’s Tribal Law Enforcement and the Federal Bureau of Investigation.
