LeMAY was sentenced after a two-day trial in September, 2002, where the jury convicted her of conspiracy to distribute methamphetamine and distribution of methamphetamine.  On May 6, 2002, in Wolf Point, within the exterior boundaries of the Fort Peck Reservation, and other areas, LeMAY and other persons conspired to possess with intent to distribute in excess of 500 grams of methamphetamine.  From November 2000, to May 6, 2002, in Wolf Point, LeMAY possessed with intent to distribute in excess of 500 grams of methamphetamine.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Joseph Thaggard prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was conducted by the Fort Peck Tribal Investigations Division and the Federal Bureau of Investigation.
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
