BERSCHEID was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to charges of possession with intent to distribute methamphetamine and use of a firearm during a drug trafficking crime. BERSCHEID acknowledged that February 8, 2002, in Billings, that he knowingly possessed approximately 164.4 grams of methamphetamine with intent to distribute.  BERSCHEID also acknowledged that on July 24, 2001, in Billings, he knowingly carried a firearm during a drug trafficking crime.    


Assistant U.S. Attorney Jim Seykora prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between the Federal Bureau of Investigation, the Drug Enforcement Administration and the City County Special Investigations Unit in Billings.
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
