CLAUSE was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to the charge of possession/distribution of methamphetamine and using, carrying or possessing a firearm during a drug trafficking crime.   CLAUSE acknowledged that on March 6, 2002, in Yellowstone County and other areas, he distributed approximately 1.82 grams of methamphetamine. CLAUSE also acknowledged that on March 27, 2002, in Yellowstone County and other areas, he distributed approximately 21.5 grams of methamphetamine.  CLAUSE also acknowledged that on April 5, 2002, in Yellowstone County and other areas, he distributed 21.8 grams of methamphetamine.  CLAUSE also acknowledge that on April 24, 2002, in Yellowstone County and other areas, he used or carried firearm during and in relation to a drug trafficking crime.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Jim Seykora prosecuted this case for the United States.
