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COLT DRAINE PLEADS GUILTY IN U.S. FEDERAL COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Billings, on January 15, 2003, before Senior U.S. District Judge Jack D. Shanstrom, COLT DRAINE pled guilty to charges of being a user of controlled substances in possession of a firearm.  DRAINE is to appear for sentencing on April 16, 2003, at 9:15 a.m.


During the hearing, DRAINE acknowledged that in late March or early April, 2002, in Billings, he was an unlawful user of a controlled substance and that he possessed a firearm.


He faces penalties of 10 years in prison, a $250,000 fine and 3 years supervised release.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Jim Seykora prosecuted the case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between the Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco and Firearms and the City County Special Investigations Unit located in Billings.
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
