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DEREK EDWARD GRAY SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Great Falls on January 23, 2003, before U.S. District Judge Sam E. Haddon, DEREK EDWARD GRAY appeared for sentencing. GRAY was sentenced to a term of:

GARY was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to the charge of being an unlawful user of a controlled substance while in possession of a firearm. 


In an Offer of Proof filed by the United States on September 4, 2002, the government stated it would prove that on May 22, 2001, GRAY was involved in an incident with his stepfather in Great Falls.  At that time, GRAY was in possession of a rifle and fired this weapon during an argument between his stepfather and his mother.  The weapon had been purchased for GRAY by his mother about a week prior to the incident.  GRAY was also under the influence of marijuana.  A baggie of marijuana and a pipe were found on GRAY by police on May 22, 2001, and he admitted that he had used marijuana and was under the influence of marijuana at the time he possessed the rifle. Assistant U.S. Attorney Lori Harper Suek prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was conducted by the Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco and Firearms and the Cascade County Sheriff.
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
