In an Offer of Proof filed by the United States on October 2, 2002, the government stated it would prove at trial that on March 23, 2002, a witness rented a 2002 Buick Rendezvous bearing Georgia license plates.  The witness rented the car from National Car Rental in Jackson, Mississippi.  He drove the vehicle to Atlanta, Georgia.  He met RUCKER at his hotel room in Atlanta on March 24, 2002.  While the witness took a shower in the hotel room, RUCKER and the rental car disappeared. RUCKER did not have his permission to use or take the vehicle.  The witness reported the automobile stolen to law enforcement authorities in Georgia.


Agents with the United States Custom Service found RUCKER on May 8, 2002, in Sweet Grass, in possession of the 2002 Buick Rendezvous automobile bearing Georgia licence plates, which had been stolen on March 4, 2002.


Assistant U.S. Attorney David G. Dennis prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was conducted by the United States Customs Service.
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
