 On January 20, 2002, the occupant of a residence in Wolf Point was out of town.  Her children periodically checked her residence.  On January 21, 2002, they noticed that the front door of the residence was open.  One of them entered and noticed the TV and VCR were missing.  They also noticed that the front door had been kicked in and called law enforcement.  Investigation by law enforcement led to the DUBOIS.  He was interviewed and admitted to unlawfully entering the residence and removing various items.  The residence is located in Wolf Point, within the exterior boundaries of the Fort Peck Indian reservation.  


During the night of April 16, 2002, the occupant of a residence in Wolf Point was in bed.  She heard pounding on the back door.  She became concerned, got up and was preparing to leave the residence by the front door.  As she was leaving, she heard the back door being forced open.  She went to her niece’s house and called 911.  An officer responded, and when he was searching the residence, he found the DUBOIS hiding in the back bedroom.  DUBOIS was detained.  When the victim returned to her house, she noticed that her clothes were strewn about, and that some money was missing.  When DUBOIS was searched, two remote control devises were found in his pockets.  The victim later identified them as hers.  The residence is located in Wolf Point, within the exterior boundaries of the Fort Peck Indian reservation. 


Assistant U.S. Attorney Klaus Richter prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigations were conducted by the Fort Peck Tribe Criminal Investigations Unit.
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
