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GUO XIN HUANG SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Great Falls on January 30, 2003, before U.S. District Judge Sam E. Haddon, GUO XIN HUANG appeared for sentencing. HUANG was sentenced to a term of:

HUANG was sentenced after a jury found him guilty of the charges of conspiracy to import marijuana, smuggling and attempting to smuggle marijuana and attempting to import marijuana. HUANG also was also found guilty of a criminal forfeiture allegation.  In regard to Count I the United States proved that on Friday, May 10, 2002, at the Port of Sweetgrass in Toole County, and other areas, HUANG did business as Galaxy Freightways, and he and a co-defendant, conspired to import marijuana into the United States from Canada.


In regard to Count II the jury found that on May 10, 2002, at the Port of Sweetgrass and other areas, he and a co-defendant smuggled and attempted to smuggle marijuana into the United States from Canada.


In regard to Count III the jury found that on May 10, 2002, at the Port of Sweetgrass and other areas, HUANG and a co-defendant attempted to import marijuana into the United States from Canada.


As a result of the offenses in Counts I and III, HUANG will forfeit to the United States, his right, title and interest in the property used to commit the offenses.  HUANG will forfeit one 2000 Freightliner semi-tractor and one 1996 Trailmobile semi-trailer.


Assistant U.S. Attorney’s Joseph Thaggard and Carl Rostad prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was conducted by the United States Customs Service and Great Falls law enforcement.
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
