MYHRE was sentenced in connection with her guilty plea to the charges of manufacturing methamphetamine and forfeiture. MYHRE acknowledged that she  learned how to cook methamphetamine from co-defendants.  MYHRE was arrested and confessed that she cooked methamphetamine with the help of a co-defendant at her residence.  She obtained the necessary chemicals and equipment to cook methamphetamine.  


Approximately $12,584.34 in currency was seized from the residence in which MYHRE was found to be manufacturing methamphetamine.   This amount was forfeited to the United States as it was the proceeds from a drug-related crime.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Jim Seykora prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between the Drug Enforcement Administration and the City County Special Investigations Unit located in Billings.
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
