DANTE was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to the charge of  one count of conspiracy to distribute or possession with intent to distribute methamphetamine, five counts of distribution of methamphetamine and one count of possession with intent to distribute d-methamphetamine.  DANTE acknowledged that from July 10, 2001, and continuing until February 14, 2002, in Billings, and other areas he and co-defendants conspired to possess with intent to distribute in excess of 50 grams of d-methamphetamine.  In pleading guilty to Count II, LANDRY also acknowledged that on July 10, 2001, in the State of Montana, that he and co-defendants distributed approximately 6.4 grams of d-methamphetamine HCL.  In pleading guilty to Count III, LANDRY acknowledged that on August 23, 2001, in the State of Montana, that he and co-defendants distributed approximately 55.6 grams of d-methamphetamine.  In pleading guilty to Count IV, LANDRY acknowledged that on September 25, 2001, in the State of Montana, he and co-defendants distributed approximately 42.1 grams of d-methamphetamine.  In pleading guilty to Count V, LANDRY acknowledged that on November 20, 2001, in the State of Montana, that he and co-defendants distributed approximately 50.8 grams of d-methamphetamine.  In pleading guilty to Count VI, LANDRY acknowledged that on February 14, 2002, in the State of Montana, he and co-defendants distributed approximately 26.9 grams of d-methamphetamine.  In pleading guilty to Count VII, LANDRY acknowledged that he and co-defendants possessed with intent to distribute approximately 26.8 grams of d-methamphetamine.  LANDRY further acknowledged the elements of conspiracy. 


Assistant U.S. Attorney Jim Seykora prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was conducted by the Drug Enforcement Administration, the Federal Bureau of Investigation and the City County Special Investigations Unit located in Billings.
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
