LARAMIE JACKSON SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

JACKSON was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to the charge of burglary. JACKSON acknowledged that on July 30, 2001, in Wolf Point, which is within the exterior boundaries of the Fort Peck Indian Reservation, he entered the Git-N-Go located on Highway #2, with the intent to commit theft.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Klaus Richter prosecuted this case for the United States.
