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MISTY ROSE RIDER PLEADS GUILTY IN U.S. FEDERAL COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Great Falls, on March 5, 2003, before U.S. District Judge Sam E. Haddon, MISTY ROSE RIDER pled guilty to charges of assault resulting in serious bodily injury and assault with a dangerous weapon.


In an Offer of Proof filed by the United States on January 8, 2003, the government stated that it would prove that on September 21, 2002, an individual encountered RIDER and another individual a Browning home.  The two argued and then left the residence.  They were outside the  residence when MISTY RIDER drove her pickup truck in their direction in an apparent attempt to strike them.  One person escaped, but the truck struck the victim.


Another individual observed the two fighting outside the residence and then saw them reconcile with each other.  She then observed a pickup truck drive around the corner, brake for a moment, then accelerate and drive directly at the two.  The truck ran over the victim.
Blackfeet Law Enforcement Officer Alan Sharp responded to the scene and found the victim lying underneath RIDER’S truck.  RIDER stated she intended to hit one person with truck, but missed him and instead hit the victim.


The victim suffered serious bodily injury including, but not limited to, numerous broken bones and a protracted loss or impairment of his brain function as a result of the assaults committed by RIDER.  


RIDER faces penalties in regard to the assault resulting in serious bodily injury of 10 years in prison, a $250,000 fine and 3 years supervised release.  In regard to assault with a dangerous weapon he faces penalties of 10 years in prison, a $250,000 fine and 3 years supervised release.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Joseph Thaggard prosecuted the case for the United States.


The investigation was conducted by the Federal Bureau of Investigation and the Blackfeet Law Enforcement Agency.
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
