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DAVID J. OKSENDAHL SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Billings on March 5, 2003, before U.S. District Judge Richard F. Cebull, DAVID J. OKSENDAHL appeared for sentencing. OKSENDAHL was sentenced to a term of:

OKSENDAHL was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to charges of distribution of marijuana and money laundering. OKSENDAHL acknowledged that from mid-1998 through December 2000, in Billings, he knowingly distributed approximately forty pounds of marijuana.  He also acknowledged that from August 2000 through November 2000 that he knowingly conducted financial transactions affecting interstate and foreign commerce, by wiring money which involved the proceeds of distribution of controlled substances.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Jim Seykora prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was conducted by the Drug Enforcement Administration and the Montana Department of Criminal Investigations.
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
