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ROBERT STEVEN McINTEE SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Missoula on March 20, 2003, before Chief U.S. District Judge Donald W. Molloy, ROBERT STEVEN McINTEE, a 48-year-old resident of Whitehall, appeared for sentencing.  McINTEE was sentenced to a term of:

McINTEE was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to charges of conspiracy to distribute methamphetamine and forfeiture.  McINTEE acknowledged that from June 1, 2000 through June 2002, in and around Butte and other areas, he conspired with others to distribute more than 500 grams of methamphetamine.  McINTEE also acknowledged that, 

because he violated the Controlled Substances Act, he shall forfeit to the United States any proceeds he obtained as a result of the violation.  McINTEE will forfeit $5,000 cash.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Josh Van de Wetering prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was conducted by the Federal Bureau of Investigation and the Southwest Drug Task Force.
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
