JONES was sentenced after a jury found him guilty of attempted sexual abuse and abusive sexual contact.


On June 3, 2000, near Poplar, which is within the exterior boundaries of the Fort Peck Indian Reservation, JONES attempted to engage in a sexual act with a person that was unconscious and was physically incapable of declining participation in, or communicating unwillingness to engage in the sexual act.


On June 3, 2000, near Poplar, JONES engaged in sexual contact with the same person.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Klaus Richter prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was conducted by the Fort Peck Criminal Investigations Unit and the Federal Bureau of Investigation.
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
