ZAMORA-BRANILA was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to charges of illegal re-entry by a deported alien.  ZAMORA-BRANILA, a citizen of Mexico, acknowledged that he was previously deported from the United States on June 2, 2000 from the Port of Laredo, Texas, subsequent to his conviction for an aggravated felony crime.  ZAMORA-BRANILA was arrested in Shelby on September 12, 2002, after a positive criminal history and immigration alert for a name and date of birth for ZAMORA-

BRANILA showed that he had been arrested for the offense of incest with a minor and was deported.


Assistant U.S. Attorney David Dennis prosecuted this case for the United States.
