SHIELL was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to charges of counterfeiting.


BRANDON SHIELL acknowledged that from April 1, 2002 through April 11, 2002, in Stillwater County, he and another falsely made, forged and counterfeited fifty-dollar Federal Reserve Notes.  BRANDON SHIELL specifically agreed that during the time period charged he used a printer-copier-fax machine for the purpose of counterfeiting or manufacturing counterfeit United States currency in Billings, in an amount less than $5,000.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Jim Seykora prosecuted the case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between the Billings Police Department and the United States Secret Service.
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
