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DENNIS JAMES BERGER SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Great Falls on March 19, 2003, before U.S. District Judge Sam E. Haddon, DENNIS JAMES BERGER appeared for sentencing. BERGER was sentenced to a term of:

BERGER was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to charges of conspiracy to manufacture methamphetamine. BERGER acknowledged that on  August 13, 2002, BERGER, with others, drove from Missoula to an area near Carter, for the purpose of stealing anhydrous ammonia fertilizer.  Once the fertilizer was stolen, it was to be traded for methamphetamine or sold.  En route to the Carter area and while driving en route to steal the fertilizer, BERGER possessed and used methamphetamine.  While engaged in 

this criminal conduct, a handgun was carried in BERGER’S vehicle by one of the co-conspirators and BERGER was aware of this fact while committing acts in furtherance of this conspiracy


Assistant U.S. Attorney Bernie Hubley prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was conducted by the Tri-Agency Task Force.
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
