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JEREMIAH SCHONEBERG SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Billings on March 12, 2003, before U.S. District Judge Richard F. Cebull, JEREMIAH SCHONEBERG appeared for sentencing. SCHONEBERG was sentenced to a term of:

Prison: 6 years and 6 months on each count; sentences to run concurrent

SCHONEBERG was found guilty by a jury, after a two-day trial, of charges of conspiracy to possess with intent to distribute marijuana and conspiracy to launder money.  From the summer of 1998 through December 2000, in Billings, Phoenix and other areas SCHONEBERG conspired with others to possess with the intent to distribute more than 300 pounds of marijuana.  From the summer of 1998 through December 2000, in Billings, Phoenix and other areas, SCHONEBERG conspired and agreed to conduct financial transactions with the intent to further and promote a conspiracy to illegally distribute 

marijuana knowing that the money involved in the financial transactions represented the proceeds of the drug trafficking.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Jim Seykora prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was conducted by the Drug Enforcement Administration, the Montana Department of Criminal Investigations and the United States Border Patrol.
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
