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DAVID ALLEN PHILLIPS SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

AFTER PROBATION REVOCATION

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney  for the District of Montana, announced today that DAVID ALLEN PHILLIPS was sentenced to 2 years and 9 months in prison as the result of having his probation revoked during a hearing today in federal district court in Missoula.  Characterizing PHILLIPS as a “con man” and PHILLIPS’ activities during his probation as “scams,” Chief District Court Judge Donald Molloy stated that he was “convinced beyond any doubt” that PHILLIPS violated conditions of his probation.  Specifically, PHILLIPS was charged in Deer Lodge, Montana for operating a business without a license.  It was later uncovered that he had given the U.S. Probation Office false information about his employment and had only made restitution payments in the amount of $500.


PHILLIPS was remanded to the custody of U.S. Marshals Service immediately following the hearing and the sentencing, and Molloy required Phillips to participate in a mental health program throughout the term of his incarceration.


PHILLIPS was originally convicted in July 2001 of 15 counts of violating the Federal Water Pollution Control Act (Clean Water Act) and of conspiring to violate the Federal Water Pollution Control Act.  PHILLIPS’ conviction stemmed from his filling of wetlands and discharging of dirt and fill into Fred Burr Creek near Philipsburg.


The revocation hearing was prosecuted by Assistant U.S. Attorney Kris McLean.  The cased was investigated by the U.S. Probation Office in Missoula, IRS-Criminal Investigation Division and the U.S. EPA-Criminal Investigation Division.
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
