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ROBERT BIRTHMARK SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Great Falls on March 26, 2003, before U.S. District Judge Sam E. Haddon, BIRTHMARK appeared for sentencing. BIRTHMARK was sentenced to a term of:

BIRTHMARK was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to three counts  of negligent vehicular assault.  BIRTHMARK acknowledged that during the evening hours of June 8, 2001, he was operating a motor vehicle near Wolf Point, on the Fort Peck Indian Reservation.  BIRTHMARK was traveling at a high rate of speed and was under the influence of alcohol.  The vehicle driven by BIRTHMARK was on the wrong side of the highway and struck, almost head-on,  a vehicle coming from the opposite direction.  BIRTHMARKS’ vehicle rolled several times and ended up on its roof.  All four occupants of 

BIRTHMARK’S vehicle were ejected and BIRTHMARK was found near the driver’s side door.  One of the occupants, Paige Flynn, was pinned by the vehicle on the passenger side.


The vehicle that was struck by BIRTHMARK was driven by Lloyd Lambert.  There were three other passengers in his vehicle.  


All eight individuals involved in the accident were taken to medical facilities.  Three suffered serious bodily injury.  Paige Flynn suffered head injuries and was comatose for a long period of time.  Her prognosis at this time is guarded. Daniel Bear suffered knee and leg injuries, and Lloyd Lambert suffered a broken leg and an injury to his hip.  


A hospital blood screen showed that BIRTHMARK’S blood alcohol content was .18.  Several persons identified him as the driver of the vehicle causing the accident.   


Assistant U.S. Attorney Klaus Richter prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was conducted by the Federal Bureau of Investigation.
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
