MAGANA was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to charges of conspiracy to distribute methamphetamine; conspiracy to distribute cocaine; and conspiracy to distribute marijuana. MAGANA acknowledged that in September of 1999 through March 6, 2001, he conspired with others to possess with intent to distribute 500 grams or more of methamphetamine, as well as cocaine and marijuana.
