DALLAS and JOHN were sentenced in connection with their guilty pleas to charges of conspiracy to import Ecstasy.  Both DALLAS and JOHN acknowledged that on September 19, 2002, near Pete Creek, in Lincoln County, and other areas, they conspired 

with other co-defendants to import into the United States from Canada “Ecstasy, also known as MDMA, which is a stimulant with mild hallucinogenic properties.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Josh Van de Wetering prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between the United States Border Patrol, the United States Customs Service, the Lincoln County Sheriff’s Office and the Drug Enforcement Administration.
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
