SHELLY MORROW SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Billings, on April 9, 2003, before Senior U.S. District Judge Jack D. Shanstrom, SHELLY MORROW appeared for sentencing.  MORROW was sentenced to a term of:

MORROW was sentenced in connection with her guilty plea to conspiracy to distribute over 50 grams of methamphetamine; distribution of approximately 21.1 grams of methamphetamine distribution of approximately 13.2 grams of methamphetamine; conspiracy to possess with intent to distribute over 500 grams of methamphetamine; possession with intent to distribute approximately 15.5 grams of methamphetamine; and possession with intent to distribute approximately .73 grams of 3,4-Ecstacy.  


During the hearing, MORROW acknowledged that on March 27, 2002, continuing until March 28, 2002, she conspired with others to distribute over 50 grams of methamphetamine; on March 27, 2002, MORROW knowingly distributed approximately 21.1 grams of methamphetamine; on March 28, 2002, MORROW knowingly distributed approximately 13.2 grams of methamphetamine; in July 2001 continuing until July 2002, MORROW knowingly conspired to possess with intent to distribute over 500 grams of methamphetamine; on July 23, 2002, MORROW knowingly possessed with intent to distribute approximately 2225.2 grams of marijuana; on July 23, 2002, MORROW knowingly possessed with intent to distribute approximately 15.5 grams of methamphetamine; on July 23, 2002, MORROW knowingly possessed with intent to distribute approximately .73 grams of 3,4-MDMA, also known as Ecstacy.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Jim Seykora prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between the Drug Enforcement Administration and the City County Special Investigations Unit located in Billings.
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
