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PABLO MENDEZ-MEDEROS PLEADS GUILTY IN U.S. FEDERAL COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Missoula, on April 11, 2003, before Chief U.S. District Judge Donald W. Molloy, PABLO MENDEZ-MEDEROS, age 26, pled guilty to charges of illegal re-entry.  


During the hearing, MENDEZ-MEDEROS acknowledged that he entered the United States illegally and was found on January 22, 2003 in Silver Bow County after having been previously deported.  


MENDEZ-MEDEROS faces possible penalties of twenty years imprisonment, a $250,000 fine and three years supervised release.  


Assistant U.S. Attorney Kris McLean prosecuted the case for the United States.


The investigative agency was the Immigration and Naturalization Service.
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
