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AMILCAR CARBAJAL-RIVAS PLEAD GUILTY IN U.S. FEDERAL COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Great Falls, on April 10, 2003, before U.S. District Judge Sam E. Haddon, AMILCAR CARBAJAL-RIVAS, age 23, pled guilty to charges of conspiracy to identification fraud.  


During the hearing, CARBAJAL-RIVAS acknowledged that from November 2, 2002, in Great Falls, he knowingly conspired and agreed to possess counterfeited identification documents, namely resident alien identification cards, produced without lawful authority. He also acknowledged that in order to further the conspiracy he committed one or more overt acts, including, but not limited to, the receipt and possession of false identification documents and the production, receipt and use of fraudulent checks.  He also admitted that he knowingly possessed counterfeited resident alien identification cards, produced without lawful authority.   


CARBADAL-RIVAS faces possible penalties for conspiracy of five years imprisonment, a $250,000 fine and one year supervised release.  Possible penalties for identification fraud are, three years imprisonment, a $250,000 fine and one year supervised release.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Joseph Thaggard prosecuted the case for the United States.


The investigation was a joint effort by the Federal Bureau of Investigation and the Immigration and Naturalization Service.
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
