TELLER was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to sexual abuse of a minor.   TELLER acknowledged that from January 2002 to March 2002, near Crow Agency, he engaged in sexual acts with another person who had attained the age of 12 years and who was at least 4 years younger than TELLER at the time of the offense.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Marcia Hurd prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between the Federal Bureau of Investigation and the Bureau of Indian Affairs.
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
