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CATHERINE M. BROCK SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Helena, on April 16, 2003, before Senior U.S. District Judge Charles C. Lovell, CATHERINE M. BROCK, appeared for sentencing after revocation proceedings.  BROCK  was sentenced to a term of:

Prison: 1 year and 6 months


On November 15, 2000, BROCK was sentenced to a term of 1 year and 9 months followed by a term of 3 years supervised release for sexual abuse of a minor.  Due to violations of BROCK’s supervision, her term of supervised release was revoked on May 20, 2002, and she was again committed to the Bureau of Prisons for a period of 6 months, followed by a 2-year term of supervised release.


The initial federal offense involved BROCK, under the influence of alcohol, seducing and having sexual intercourse with a 13-year-old male.  BROCK’s original term of supervised release was revoked for possessing and consuming alcoholic beverages, failure to participate and complete a program of sexual offender treatment and failure to complete a program of substance abuse testing and treatment.  


Since the inception of her re-term of supervised release, BROCK violated numerous conditions of her supervision including not completing a sexual offender program; drinking; failure to contact her probation officer; failure to submit to urinalysis testing and not attending alcohol treatment.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Marcia Hurd prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was conducted by the United States Probation Office.
