GRIEF was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to 4 counts of distribution of methamphetamine.   GREIF acknowledged that on March 27, 2002, in Billings, he distributed approximately 21.1 grams of methamphetamine.  On March 28, 2002, in Billings, GRIEF distributed approximately13.2 grams of methamphetamine.  On April 11, 2002, in Billings, GREIF distributed approximately 1.2 grams of methamphetamine.  On April 12, 2002, in Billings, GRIEF specifically acknowledged that he aided and abetted in the distribution of methamphetamine.  It was handed to a confidential informant by a third party at the specific request of GREIF.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Jim Seykora prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between the Drug Enforcement Administration, the Federal Bureau of Investigation and the City County Special Investigation Unit located in Billings.
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
