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DONALD BLATT RE-SENTENCED IN U.S. FEDERAL COURT FOR  MANUFACTURING METHAMPHETAMINE.

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Helena, on April 22, 2003, before Chief U.S. District Judge Donald W. Molloy, DONALD ALLEN BLATT, appeared for re-sentencing after an appeal to the 9th Circuit Court of appeals.  BLATT  was re-sentenced to the same term ordered on April 19, 2002:

BLATT was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to conspiracy to manufacture methamphetamine.  BLATT cooked methamphetamine at various locations on public land.  The original sentence was enhanced based on dumping of the toxic by-product waste in public campgrounds in U.S. Forest Service and on land managed by the Bureau of Land Management.  BLATT is a resident of Helena.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Bernie Hubley prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between the Bureau of Land Management and the Drug Enforcement Administration.  
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
