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POPLAR MAN SENTENCED IN U.S. FEDERAL COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Great Falls, on April 24, 2003, before U.S. District Judge Sam E. Haddon, DIMITRI RICKER, age 21, appeared for sentencing.  RICKER  was sentenced to a term of:

RICKER was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to sexual abuse of a minor.


In an Offer of Proof filed by the United States on December 24, 2002, the government stated it would prove at trial that the victim, a juvenile girl, was sexually abused by RICKER when she was 14 years old.  The investigation showed that during the early morning hours of June 2, 2001 the mother of the girl became concerned when her daughters did not come home.  She found them later the same morning at the Ricker residence.  She noticed that one of her daughters had a bite mark on her neck. 


Investigation further revealed that the victim and her sister went to the RICKER’S house during the evening of June 1, 2001, where she  started drinking.  She told RICKER that she was 14 years of age.  This was overheard and confirmed by her sister.  Later that morning, RICKER had sexual intercourse with the victim.  The victim passed out shortly afterward.  RICKER was almost 20 years old at the time of the offense.  He was more than 4 years older than the victim.   This act took place in Poplar, which is located within the exterior boundaries of the Fort Peck Indian Reservation.  


RICKER is a resident of Poplar.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Klaus Richter prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between the Fort Peck Criminal Investigations Unit and the Federal Bureau of Investigation.
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
