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STACI BIERNBAUM SENTENCED IN U.S. FEDERAL COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Billings, on April 24, 2003, before U.S. District Judge Richard F. Cebull, STACI BIERNBAUM, appeared for sentencing.  BIERNBAUM  was sentenced to a term of:

BIERNBAUM was sentenced in connection with her guilty plea to conspiracy to manufacture methamphetamine.  In an Offer of Proof, filed by the United States, the government stated it would prove at trial that while BIERNBAUM was living in Billings, in a trailer house, she allowed several co-defendants to cook methamphetamine in her trailer.  


On October 16, 2001, when confronted by law enforcement, she admitted that she helped these individuals cook methamphetamine.  She stripped matches and striker plates to obtain red phosphorus.  BIERNBAUM admitted that she went to stores to obtain heating sources and also pseuddoephedrine tablets which were utilized in the manufacturing and cooking process of methamphetamine.  


The United States advised it would establish through other co-conspirators, who already agreed to cooperate, that there were multiple cooks at that location and also at another location in a garage belonging to another defendant. 


The United States contended it would also establish there was in excess of 50 grams of methamphetamine that was manufactured during the period of this conspiracy, and that while BIERNBAUM was only using it, her coconspirators sold the product.   


Assistant U.S. Attorney James Seykora prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between the Drug Enforcement Administration and the City County Special Investigations.
