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WINBARD SSENYONJO KYEYUNE PLEADS GUILTY IN U.S. FEDERAL COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Great Falls, on April 29, 2003, before U.S. District Judge Sam E. Haddon, WINBARD SSENYONJO KYEYUNE, age 27, pled guilty to charges of false statements.  


In an Offer of Proof filed by the United States on April 25, 2003, the government stated it would prove at trial that on January 24, 2003, agents of the United States Border Patrol conducted a transportation check on the westbound Amtrak train at Havre, Montana.  As part of the transportation check agents asked the KYEYUNE his name and place of birth.  KYEYUNE replied that his name was Ivan Ssenyonjo and he was born in Uganda.  He originally claimed that he was an F-1 student in Boston, Massachusetts.  He claimed that he did not possess his passport and visa because the dean of the school required him to leave his immigration documents at the school.  KYEYUNE claimed that he was traveling on vacation.  Immigration checks were run on the name provided; however, none were found.  KYEYUNE was then taken to the Havre Border Patrol Station for further questioning.  


KYEYUNE was searched and an Ugandan Passport B202193, B-1 Visa and I-94 were found revealing that his true name was Winbard Ssenyonjo Kyeyune, with the place of birth as Uganda, and date of birth as 5/9/1975.  Throughout KYEYUNE’S belongings were evidence that KYEYUNE has used numerous aliases with different variations of his name and date of birth.  Record checks on this name and date of birth showed that KYEYUNE , entered the United States on 8/22/2001 as a B-1 (visitor for business, to attend a 5 day AUA Convention) with a period of admission valid until 9/30/2001.  No adjustments of status for extensions for this date were found.  During questioning, KYEYUNE denied any prior criminal arrests.  Criminal history checks revealed two prior arrests in Watham, Massachusettes.  


KYEYUNE faces possible penalties of five years imprisonment, a $250,000 fine and three years supervised release.  


Assistant U.S. Attorney George Darragh, Jr. prosecuted the case for the United States.


The investigative agency was the U.S. Border Patrol.
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
