NOT AFRAID was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to assault on a peace officer.  In an Offer of Proof filed by the United States on January 22, 2003, the government stated it would prove at trial that on September 3, 2002, near Hardin, a Montana Highway 

Patrol Officer observed a vehicle being driven erratically.  He stopped the vehicle and NOT AFRAID was driving.  NOT AFRAID attempted to elude the officer and a struggle ensued between NOT AFRAID and the officer.  The Highway Patrol Officer incurred abrasions, an injured hand and a torn uniform shirt. 


Assistant U.S. Attorney Klaus Richter prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between the Federal Bureau of Investigation and the Bureau of Indian Affairs.
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
