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BRYCE GLENN GRANBOIS PLEADS GUILTY IN U.S. FEDERAL COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Great Falls, on May 1, 2003, before U.S. District Judge Sam E. Haddon, BRYCE GLENN GRANBOIS pled guilty to charges of conspiracy to distribute methamphetamine and conspiracy to distribute marijuana.  


In an Offer of Proof filed by the United States, the government stated it would prove at trial  during the period alleged in the indictment the defendant agreed with Newton Cantrell and others to purchase, sell and distribute less than 50 kilograms of marijuana in the Poplar and Wolf Point area.  The United States would prove the case through the testimony of investigators including Ft. Peck Tribal Criminal Investigator Terry Boyd and Wolf Point Police Chief Ron Kemp, a number of cooperating witnesses, and Granbois’ own statement given to Terry Boyd in January of 2001.  Granbois admitted that he had purchased and sold marijuana during the time period alleged in the conspiracy, distributing up to one pound quantities a month at times and significantly more than that at other times.  


GRANBOIS faces possible penalties for conspiracy to distribute methamphetamine of life imprisonment, a $4,000,000 fine and five years supervised release.  For conspiracy to distribute marijuana, possible penalties are five years imprisonment, a $250,000 fine and two years supervised release.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Marcia Hurd prosecuted the case for the United States.


The investigative agency was the Fort Peck Criminal Investigations Division and the Wolf Point Police Department.
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
